SEPTEMBER, 2001 MODIFYING RATES FOR RENTING AND SELLING STATE OWNED LANDS.

The Minister of Lands, Resettlement and Environment,

Given the Decree of 11 July, 1960 on Rwanda’s land system, especially in its Article 3;

Given Law-Decree n° 11/79 of 20 April 1979 establishing and delimiting urban areas;

Given Law n°® 04/2001 of 13 January 2001 establishing the organisation and functioning of the District;
Given Law n° 05/2001 of 18 January 2001 establishing the organisation and functioning of urban authorities;
Given Law n® 07/2001 of 19 January 2001 establishing the organisation and functioning of the City of Kigali;

Given Law n® 17/2002 of 10 May 2002 establishing the source of revenue for Districts and Towns and its
management; -

Revisited Ministerial Order n® 01/11/88 of 26 January 1988 fixing rates for renting and selling State owned
lands;

Revisited Ministerial Order n°® 01/16.00 of 19 September 2001 modifying rates for various charges on state-
owned estates and tariffs for prices on sale and rent of State owned lands;

After consideration and adoption by Cabinet, meeting in its session of December 18, 2002;

HEREBY ORDERS:

PART ONE: RATES FOR BUILDING LANDS

Article One:

State owned la;xds are divided into the following two categories: e
First category:

Lands located within the limits of urban districts. These are urban lands.Second category:

Lands located outside the limits of urban districts. These are rural lands.

Article 2:

Kigali City Council, the Town Council or the District Council shall fix the rate of the annual rent according to
their urban development plan, the plot location, the type and use of the plot and the provisions of this Order.

Article 3:

The State owned land rent is only valid for plots registered and listed in the competent land registry service.
Article 4:

The annual rent for building lands located within the limits of Urban Districts is fixed as follows:

1. For the City of Kigali

- Plots for residential use: an amount higher than or equal to 30 RwF per square metre (30 RwF/m?) and not
exceeding 120 RwF per square metre (120 RwF/m?).
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Plots for commercial use: an amount higher than or equal to 50 RwF per square metre (50 RwF/m?) and not
exceeding 150 RwF per square metre (1S0Rw F/m?).

Plots for industrial use: 50 Rfw per square metre (50 rwf/m?).

i, For Towns of Byumba, Butare, Cyangugu, Gikongoro, Gisenyi, Gitarama, Kabuga,' Kibungo, Kibuye,
Ruhengeri and Umutara (Provinces’ Administrative Centres).

+ Plots for residential use: an amount higher than or equal to 20 RwF per square metre (20 RwF/m?) and not
exceeding 60 RwF per square metre (60 RwF/m?).

Plots for commercial use: an amount higher than or equal to 30 RwF per square metre (30 RwF/m?) and not
exceeding 80 RwF per square metre (80 RwF/m?).

Plots for industrial use: 20 RwF per square metre (20 RwF/m?).

For the Towns of Nyanza, Ruhango and Rwamagana.

Plots for residential use: an amount higher than or equal to 10 RWF per square metre (10 RwF/m?) and not
exceeding 40 RwF per square metre (40 RwF/m?).

Plots for commercial use: an amount higher than or equal to 20 RwF per square metre (20 RwF/m?) and not
exceeding 60 RwF per square metre (60 RwF/m?).

Plots for industrial use: 10 RwF per square metre (10 RwF/m?).

Plots for residential use: an amount higher than or equal to 3 RwF per square metre (3 RwF/m?) ﬁ&/not
exceeding 6 RWF per square metre (6 RwF/m?).

Plots for commercial use: an amount higher than or equal to 4 RwF per square metre (4 RwF/m?) and not
exceeding 8 RWF per square metre (8 RwF/m?).

Plots for industrial use: 4 RwF per square metre (4 RwF/m?).
B. Elsewhere:

Plots for residential use: exempted from rent.

Plots for commercial use: an amount equal to or higher than 2 RwF per square metre (2 RwF/m?) and not
€xceeding 4 RwF per square metre (4 RwF/m?).

Plots for industrial use: 2 RwF per square metre (2 RwF/m?).

dle of a land with buildings is subject to a sale contract as issued by a competent authority and the selling
shall correspond to the number of the remaining years to be paid for, in accordance with Article 7 of this
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Article 7:

The following general provisions shall govern the sale and purchase contracts for plots defined in Articles One
and 6 of this Order:

A. Therent for state-owned lands is due every year.

B. The duration for the initial lease will be fixed so as 10 enable the carrying out of the development
programme. This lasts 3 years.

C. When the initial lease expires, and the development programme completely carried out, in accordance with

the issued authorisation to build and in due respect for alinea “A” of this Article, the tenant will be free,
either to buy the plot on conditions set in Article 6 of this Order, or to obtain the lease renewal.

D. When the initial lease expires, and the development programme not completely carried out, or, development
is completely carried out but the tenant does not have the possibility to buy the plot and to get the
Registration certificate, he will be allowed two successive renewals of the lease, on his request; the first for

a period of 3 years and the second for a period of 4 years.

When this lease expires, and the tenant has regularly paid his/her rent, a Registration Certificate will be
issued to him/her, in accordance with provisions of Article 6 of this Order.

The rate for the three additional years of renting shall be the same as the three years’ initial rent increased by'
10%., A

The rate for the four additional years of renting shall be the same as the three years’ initial rent increased by
20%.
This additional rate does not exempt from payment of renting arrears.

E. The payment of renting arrears is accompanied by a delay penalty equivalent to 8% of the rent.

F. Every lease transfer is subject to approval by the Minister holding lands in his portfolio or the mayor of the
town in which the plot is located..

PART II: STATE OWNED LAND RATE FOR AGRICULTURAL OR LIVESTOC§ FARMING
LANDS i

Article 8:

Lands from the State private ownership when used for agriculture or livestock are classified in two categories to
be defined as follows:

First category:

Lands located within the limits of urban districts.

Second category:

Lands located outside the limits of urban districts.

Article 9:

Rates for the annual rent of lands used for agricultural or livestock farming are fixed as follows:
A. Within the limits of urban districts. .
1. City of Kigali and Other Towns

Lands meant for:

- Agriculture or livestock farming over an area between 2 hectares and 20 hectares: 1,000 RwF per hectare
